When we have a large project to organise we tend to form a small committee of dedicated parents to get the job done.

The PTA has had another great year.  We have continued with our usual activities such as Sausage Sizzles, Entertainment Books, Calendars,  Jucies and Moosies, Can recycling and Uniform Sales.  For those new to the school in the past 12 months , we held a  Fashion Bash which was a style/wardrobe makeover social evening .. hosted by Nic Robson,  parent at the school.  This was one of  our major fundraising event’s  last year and raised $2,700.00.  We also organized the ever popular annual School Disco and End of year Christmas Function.
